The continuous reading of Scripture survived mainly in the daily office for private and monastic use, while th
public service of the Church on Sundays and festivals included primarily diverse pericopes chosen for the ¢
casions. The development of the lectionary as a book ran in parallel to this pattern. At first, the impetus for t
lectionary was practical and financial: only the portions of Scripture for public reading needed to be copie
and purchased. Where full copies of the Bible were already available, the lectionary needed to be little mc
than a list of references. The increasing complexity ofatio selectgrinciple, however, gave new urgency
to the need for a lectionary book that included the very texts of the readings. Anyone who has struggled to re
three readings from three different parts of the Bible, perhaps with fragmented verse selections, will unde
stand the reason for this development. Complete lectionaries were widespread by the seventh century and |
been used consistently since then.

The choice of specific texts for specific occasions was not only complex but also diverse. The competitic
between the Church Year oriented to the life of Christ and the expanding sanctoral cycle produced tensic
and threatened to unbalance the lectionary. In the absence of centralized liturgical authority or even the te
nology to promote widespread uniformity, it was natural that each region of the Church would make its ow
lectionary choices. Such diversity, however, was contrary to the spirit of empire, and so it is to Charlemag
(AD 800) that we owe the standardization of the Western lectionary. His theological lieutenant, Alcuin, se
about reforming the lectionary by combining features of the Roman and Gallican traditions. Although ther
remained enough local variations to render dubious any notion that he created thedaneseryear lec-
tionary, from this time on it was certainly possible to speak of an historic, Western lectionary.
